The deadline for receiving this information is Thursday 30th April 2026.

• Your child’s birth certificate or passport and any required visas. 

 

We will be visiting local preschools in the following weeks to meet your child and their 

preschool key worker, beginning the transition process and getting to know your child. If your 

child is not at a preschool, or is attending one that is further away, please contact us to let us 

know so we can arrange another way to begin the transition process for your child. 

 

We would like to invite all parents to come to an information evening on Tuesday 9th June at 

6.30pm. This will be a meeting for parents only where we will give you information and invite 
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you to tour the whole school as well as the Early Years Unit. Staff will be on hand to talk to 

you and spend time answering any questions that you may have. 

 

Then there will be 3 Stay and Play events at school, where you can bring your child to play 

with you in our Early Years Unit. There will be staff for you to talk to as well as a lovely 

opportunity for you to familiarise yourself and your child with the environment and staff. The
