The children will also bring home a '‘Book Bag Book'. As soon as your child has read this book
with you, they can change it for a new one. The children will be encouraged to do this
independently so you may like fo give them a gentle reminder as they come in to school. All
home reading should be recorded in your child's reading record, these will be checked once a
week.
